Tourism Commission - Mayor McCarthy discussed the marketing plan
and brochure that Kylie Poklikuha has created and noted that O'Leary is
working on the Community Hall upgrade.

NEW BUSINESS

Consideration of Marijuana Sales Tax Ordinance. O'Leary discussed a
possible ordinance and the potential impacts, noting that Nehalem just
passed a 10% Recreational /5% Medical tax and that Tillamook is
planning to implement a marijuana tax. Discussion. Council consensus
noted against taxing medical marijuana. O'Leary noted the city’s land
use code currently prohibits a marijuana dispensary. The code would
have to be changed to allow a dispensary as long as marijuana
distribution continues to be illegal at the federal level.

C Police Department. Written material in packet. Council asked for a

key to the codes and terminology used in Deputy Miller’s reports
to be included in his reports in the future.

The water line project should go out to bid shortly, with
construction starting in the spring.

Community Hall remodel should go out to bid in the spring or
summer of 2015 as grants are lined up. Public Works staff is doing
some painting and fix-up to make the hall more usable in the
interim.

Cn Bartolomucci: Citizens noted that the Debra Ann fishing vessel sells
tuna right off the vessel.

Cn. Foulk: Queried as to status of the trailer at 605 Acacia. O'Leary
reported that plans are in progress for either relocation or demolition.
Noted poor condition of gutters at back of Community Hall building.
O’Leary discussed why the side of the building was not re-sided and
discussed the grant requirements for remodeling of the building.

Cn Westerfield: No report.

Cn Kandle: Reported on the emergency storage facility material
inventory. Cn Kandle noted that the foodstuffs the city purchased from
the LDS church are good through 2030.

Mayor McCarthy: None.
